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Fyzické predstaveni Animalinside - zatim posledni pocin talentovaného
slovenského tanecnika Jara Vifarského - se inspirovalo motivy stejno-
jmenné knihy madarského spisovatele Laszla Krasznahorkaia a obrazy
némeckého malife Maxe Neumanna. ,By/ jsem uchvdcen timto Cistym
uméleckym dilem - tim myslenim v akci, rozhozenym do vét v dopro-
vodu sugestivnich obrazi Maxe Neumanna, a to hned od prvniho
okamziku, kdy jsem se knihy dotknul v newyorském knihkupectvi
St. Mark's Bookshop,” vzpominé Vinarsky. Ve svém predstaveni pak
divékovi nabizi pohled na slovy nepopsatelné emoce a stavy mysli
a zaroven se pta, co se mlze stat, kdyz je jazyk tlaceny za hranici svych
vlastnich pravidel. Télo, jazyk a malba jsou vyzvané na apokalypticky
souboj s paméti, myslenkami, idejemi a predstavami o lidském druhu,
0 moci, o Bohu, o smyslech, o krase snéni, o lasce, vicich a jinych
zvitecich forméch v nas. Ve své odpovédi se pak dostava k teritoriu
télesnosti, pohybu a tance.

A physical production Animalinside - the latest project of the talented
Slovakian dancer Jaro Vinarsky - was inspired by a book of the same
name written by Hungarian writer LaszI6 Krasznahorkai and paintings
of German artist Max Neumann. “/ was mesmerized by this pure piece of
art - the thinking in action, thrown into phrases accompanied by
suggestive painting of Max Neumann, this all happened in the first
moment that | touched the book in St. Mark's Bookshop in New York
City," Vinarsky recalls. In his production, the author offers a view on
emotions and mind sets indescribable by words and at the same time he
asks what can happen when the language is forced to overstep its
boundaries. The body, the language and the painting are challenged to
an apocalyptic duel with memory, thoughts, ideas and visions about the
human species, power, God, senses, beauty of dreaming, love, wolfs
and other animals inside us. In his response, Vifarsky gets to the
territory of animalism, movement, and dance.
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Jakousi prodlouzenou rukou tohoto predstavenijsou i tri specifické work-
Sshopy, v rdmci kterych Gcastnici spolecné se mnou, Markem Mensikem
a Tomdsem Mordvkem pracovali na tématech k predstaveni a spolecné
s ndmi rozvijeli svet Animalinside. Tato zkusenost byla pro cely tvorivy
proces velmi prinosnad. VSichni, kdo se workshop( zdacastnili, ném prinesli
vzdcné pohledy na to, co se praveé tvori. Odhalili ndm nové souvislost,
inspirovali nds zkusit realizovat to jiz stvorené jinym zplsobem.

They uncovered new connections, inspired us to try to make what was
already created in a completely different way. This production is not only
work of my closest team but also of the participants to whom [ give thanks
forentering the adventure of creative process with us.

Jaro Vinarsky (1978) - nezavisly tanec¢nik a choreograf. Nedostudoval
baletnf choreografii na VSMU v Bratislavé, ani obor choreografie tance na
prazské HAMU. V letech 1998-2000 byl ¢lenem profesionalniho souboru
Studio tanca v Banské Bystrici. V roce 2001 zaloZil s Tomasem Krivosikem
komorni tane¢ni seskupeni duWadance, pod jehoz hlavickou uvedli
projekty Vndtorné prava (2001) a Malé podobenstvo (2002). Jako
choreograf debutoval v roce 2001 sélovym predstavenim Sorton, za které
ziskal 2. cenu v mezindrodni choreografické soutézi |armily |erabkové
v Praze. V této soutézi byl ocenén i v roce 2003, a to za sélové predstaveni
Nikdy nezaliaty ¢aj. Své umélecké smérovani potvrdil ve svém tretim
tanecnim sélu Posledny krok pred (2004), které bylo pravideln¢ uvadéno
v prazském divadle Ponec, ale i na mnoha festivalech na Slovensku,
v Ceské republice, Rumunsku, Bulharsku nebo ve Francii. Za toto dopo-
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v tanci”. Oba tituly také v minulosti predstavil divakim Divadelni Flory.
V roce 2005 uved! sélové predstaveni Omsa (choreografie a rezie Milan
Kozéanek) a s Lucii Kasiarovou vytvoril duet Srdce jako postreleni ptaci
(2007), poté nasledoval tanec¢ni pribéh o hledani pravdivé definice
muzského svéta Paisyn (2007). V reZii Petara Todorova vznikl bulharsko-
-slovensky projekt o vztahu cloveka k Zemi Kalbo (2011). V roce 2011
zalozil obcanské sdruzeni SKOK!, zamérené na rozvoj souc¢asného tance
a fyzického divadla na Slovensku, kde porada tane¢ni workshopy pro
nejsirsiverejnost.

Jaro Vinarsky (b. 1978) is an independent dancer and choreographer. He
did not finish his studies of ballet choreography at Academy of Performing
Arts in Bratislava neither dance choreography at the Music and Dance
Faculty of Academy of Performing Arts in Prague. From 1998 to 2000
Vinarsky was a member of the professional ensemble of Dance Studio in
Bansk& Bystrica. In 2001 he founded together with Tomas Krivosik
a chamber dance group duWadance and they produced projects /nner
Rights (2001) and A Small Parable (2002). His choreographic debut was
a solo production Sorton in 2001 and it won him the 2. prize at the
International Choreography Award of Jarmila Jerabkové in Prague. He was
awarded the same prize also in 2003 for his solo production 7ea Never
Brewed. He confirmed his artistic direction in his third dance solo Last
Step Before (2004), which was regularly performed at Ponec theatre but
also at many festivals in Slovakia, in the Czech Republic, Romania, Bulgaria
or France. For his most successful production so far, he was awarded the
Sazka Award in 2006 for "the best new emerging dance artist". He
introduced his productions also at the Flora Theatre Festival. In 2005, he
produced a solo performance Mass (choreography and directed by
Milan Kozének) and together with Lucie KaSiarova he created a duet
Hearts Like Wounded Birds (2007) followed by a dance story about
finding the right definition of male world Paisyn (2007). He also
participated in a project Kalbo (2011) in Bulgarian coproduction directed
by Petar Todorov which studied the relationship between the man and the




Earth. In 2011 he founded a civic association called SKOK! which focuses

on the development of contemporary dance and physical theatre in
Slovakia and where he organizes dance workshops for the general public.

Vinarsky worked with various choreographers from Slovakia and
abroad (Julyen Hamilton, Simone Sandroni, Claude Brumachon, Pierre
Nadaud, Serge Ambert, loana Mona Popovici, Karine Ponties), he also
participated in many workshops of contemporary dance.
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
