The newest production of the VerTeDance group explores original ways
of expression through movement based on the cooperation of a healthy
and a physically disabled person, the relativity of the term handicap, as
well as the fragility of interpersonal relationships. The non-dancers Alena
Janc¢ikova and Zuzana Pitterova melted their invisible limits down to
admirable dance performances with “assistance” of professional dancers
Helena Arenbergerova or Veronika Kotlikova and Petr Opavsky.

The production was awarded the Divadelni noviny Award in 2012 for
the Best Original Project in the dance and ballet category; the audience at
Czech Dance Platform 2013 awarded it the first prize.

(2012) hudbu slozila kapela DVA. Olomouckému publiku se formace
predstavila mj. inscenaci Dance of Canis Lupus (2008), choreografif
Charlotty Ofverholm Found and Lost (2011) & G¢asti na mezinarodnim
projektu Power Power Dance (2012); posledni dvé dila méla v ramci
festivalu Divadelni Flora exkluzivni premiéru.

The choreographies of VerTeDance created by dancers and
choreographers Tereza Ondrovd and Veronika Kotlikova and light
designer Pavel Kotlik are characterized by great sensitivity towards the
chosen topic and deep search for new principles in movement as such.
During the nine years of their existence as permanent guests at Ponec
Theatre in Prague, they created more than twenty productions often
highly appreciated by the experts; Silent Talk - Unpredictable Course
(2005) and What Is the Weight of Your Desire? (2011) were awarded the
most prestigious Czech contemporary dance award - Dance Production
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of the Year; Tereza Ondrova was awarded the Dancer of the Year 2010 for
her performance in The Cases of Dr. Touret (2009).

For Archa Theatre the ensemble has created the production
Emigrantes (2010) and Simulante Bande (2012) with the music compo-
sed by the band DVA (also for the newest production Boxteska).
Audience fin Olomouc could see the ensemble for example in the
production Dance of Canis Lupus (2008), in Charlotta Ofverholm's
choreography found and Lost (2011) or in the international project
Power Power Dance (2012); the last two mentioned were produced in
exclusive premieres especially prepared for the Flora Theatre Festival.
